From North: 
I-95S to DE-141N Newport exit. Exit at Rt. 
2 West towards Newark.  At third light 
turn right onto Rt. 41 North.  Follow Rt. 
41 about 7 miles (Crossing into PA).  Exit 
at Rt. 7 South, turn left.  St. Anthony in the 
Hills is about ½ mile on the right.
